CONTRACT SPECIFICATIONS

6. Description of the contract

The purpose of this works contract is to rehabilitate an old primary school, located in the village of Avatele, in the island of Niue, into an accommodation facility to cater for the increasing number of  tourists to Niue. The old school has two (2) blocks, referred to as the upper block and lower block. This contract is for the rehabilitation of the upper block only. The revenue generated from the facility, once operational, is intended to be shared the village communities.

The envisaged works will include: 

i) The supply of materials and labour and construction of an accommodation facility that will consist of 4 single bedroom units and one dormitory. Details of the design can be found in Volume 5 of the tender documents. 
7. Number and titles of lots

One lot only
TERMS OF PARTICIPATION

8. Eligibility and rules of origin

Participation in tendering is open on equal terms to all natural and legal persons (participating either individually or in a grouping - consortium - of tenderers) which are established in one of the Member States of the European Union, ACP States or in a country or territory authorised by the ACP-EC Partnership Agreement under which the contract is financed (see also heading 22 below). Participation is also open to international organisations. All supplies and materials under this contract shall originate from one or more of those eligible countries. However, they may originate from any country when the amount value of the supplies and materials to be purchased is below 100,000 euros.
By derogation of the rules of nationality and origin, eligibility for participation in this tender and the sourcing of material and equipment is extended to New Zealand and Australia.
9. Grounds for exclusion

Tenderers must submit a signed declaration, included in the Tender Form for a Works Contract, to the effect that they are not in any of the situations listed in point 2.3.3 of the Practical Guide.
10. Number of tenders

Tenderers may submit only one tender per lot. Tenders for parts of a lot will not be considered. Any tenderer may state in its tender that it would offer a discount in the event that its tender is accepted for more than one lot. Tenderers may not submit a tender for a variant solution in addition to their tender for the works required in the tender dossier.
11. Tender guarantee

No tender guarantee is required.

12. Performance guarantee

The successful tenderer will be asked to provide a performance guarantee of 5% of the amount of the contract at the signing of the contract. This guarantee must be provided together with the return of the countersigned contract no later than 30 days after the tenderer receives the contract signed by the Contracting Authority. If the selected tenderer fails to provide such a guarantee within this period, the contract will be void and a new contract may be drawn up and sent to the tenderer which has submitted the next cheapest compliant tender.

13. Information meeting and/or site visit

No information meeting is planned.
14. Tender validity

Tenders must remain valid for a period of 90 days after the deadline for submission of tenders. In exceptional circumstances, the Contracting Authority may, before the validity period expires, request that tenderers extend the validity of tenders for a specific period.
15. Period of implementation of tasks
10 months from contract signature date. 

SELECTION AND AWARD CRITERIA

16. Selection criteria
The selection criteria for each tenderer are as follows:

Economic and financial capacity of candidate:

· the average annual turnover of the tenderer in the past 3 years must be at least EUR 660,000. 

· if it is the sole tenderer, it must have access to sufficient credit and other financial facilities to cover the required cash flow for the duration of the contract. In any case, the amount of credit available must exceed the equivalent of EUR 200,000 (in addition to the tenderer's commitments for other contracts). A reference/certificate on the financial situation of the company and its access to financial facilities may be requested by the Contracting Authority.

Technical and professional capacity of candidate:

· it must have completed at least two (2) projects of the same nature/amount/complexity as the works concerned by the tender and implemented during the following period: 5 years  from the submission deadline, i.e. from 9 April 2013 – 9 April 2018
. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ask for copies of certificates of final acceptance signed by the supervisors/contracting authority of the projects concerned. By project of similar nature and complexity it is intended:

· a contract involving construction in an outer or rural area which constituted significant logistical/mobilisation demands (at least one reference should be presented) and; 

· a contract involving construction and/or rehabilitation of a similar nature facility.

· The tenderer must be a registered/licensed firm or natural person capable to carry out the specified works. The registration certificate has to be enclosed. In addition, the firm must comply with all labour requirements in its registered country and present its valid labour compliance certificates. 

· all its key staff must have at least 5 years’ appropriate experience and proven qualifications relevant to works of a similar nature to this project. In addition;

· The proposed project manager shall have 5 years' experience in civil works and he or she shall have completed as site manager at least one project worth 0.3 million EUR involving building construction in the past five (5) years;
17. Award criteria

The most economically advantageous tender is the technically compliant tender with the lowest price.

Eventual clarifications or minor changes to the tender dossier will be published at the latest 11 days before the submission deadline on the EuropeAid website at https://webgate.ec.europa.eu/europeaid/online-services/index.cfm?do=publi.welcome  .

21. Language of the procedure

All written communications for this tender procedure and contract must be in English.
22. Repetition of similar works

Subsequent to the initial contract resulting from the current tender procedure, new works consisting in the repetition of similar works, up to the estimated amount of EUR 700,000.00, may be entrusted to the initial contractor by negotiated procedure without prior publication of a contract notice, provided the new works are in conformity with the same basic project. 
23. Legal basis

Annex IV to the Partnership Agreement between the members of the African, Caribbean and Pacific Group of States of the one part, and the European Community and its Member States, of the other part, signed in Cotonou on 23 June 2000 as amended in Luxembourg on 25 June 2005 and in Ouagadougou on 22 June 2010.
